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The Players Tournament—How it works and what to expect 

 

This is a Singles Tournament. 
 

Entrants are distributed across three groups based on GTCDA PPA or known skill level 
 Group A, Group B, Group C. 
 

Elite Entrants are limited to Group A and/or Group B by their Elite status: A or B. 
 Prizes are distributed equally among all three groups.  
 

Competition is weighted by game played:  
 Group A, 501, Group B, 401, Group C, 301. All games Single In/Double Out. 
 1. Group A entrants will start on 501 against all players regardless of opponents Group rank. 
 2. Group B entrants will start on 501 against opponents who are in Group B and Group C, 
     Group B will start on 401 when playing an opponent from Group A. 
 3. Group C will start on 501 when playing an opponent from Group C, 401 when playing an 
     opponent from Group B, and 301 when playing an opponent from Group A. 
  

The Top 4 Entrants in each Group will play a Single Elimination knock-out tournament for the 
available prize money in their respective Group 

 
Points system: Placement in the final four brackets is earned through winning points during the 
Finals Qualification portion of the tournament.  

 There is a 10 point bonus for winning a match in addition to points for winning games. 
 Points per game win: 
  1. Group A players will receive 10 points per win regardless of who they play.  
  2. Group B players will receive 10 points per win if playing entrants in Group B or C, 
      and will receive 15 points per win when playing anyone from Group A. 
  3. Group C players will receive 10 points per win when playing anyone in Group C, 15 

      points per win when playing anyone from Group B, and 20 points per win when 

      playing anyone from Group A.  

 
TDO Dress Code Details 

 - All clothing must be in good repair and may not bear any obscenities.  
 - Men: Collared shirts with sleeves. Bermuda length shorts are acceptable due to August  
   temperatures.  
 - Women: Collared shirts which do not have to be stand up collars but may be "fashion"  
          collars as long as they are not crew neck t-shirt style. Shirts and dresses  must 
        have sleeves. Shorts, skirts and dresses no shorter than mid thigh. 
 - Adherence to the dress code will be the decision of the tournament director.
